SWAT Extraction

Competing teams may be comprised of 6 members. 

• All competitors shall wear gear, uniforms and footwear typically worn during tactical operations and training. Tee shirts may be worn as an outer garment, but shorts or cutoffs will not be permitted. Boots or low-cut tactical footwear may be worn but tennis shoes will not be allowed,

• All teams shall report to the event staging area when scheduled and called. Any team that fails to report for their scheduled run shall be disqualified from that event unless exigent circumstances exist. 
• Only the event competitors will be permitted inside what is established as the competition perimeter. Anyone not competing in the event will be prohibited from assisting any competitor in any way during the actual running of the event. 

Hostage Rescue Event 
This event tests the team’s ability to plan and execute an emergency assault during a hostage rescue scenario against armed adversaries. The Hostage Rescue Event will challenge each team on building entry tactics and the SAFE rescue of a hostage(s). The object of this event is for the team to successfully rescue the hostage(s) without sustaining any hits to the team members.

• This event will take place at a remote site. The teams will be notified of the location immediately before deployment.

• Upon the team’s arrival at the location, they will encounter a Supervising Officer of scene.

• This supervisor will have pertinent information to help each team complete this event successfully.

• Each team will be given 5 minutes of chalk talk time to discuss and plan strategy.

• This event will have a deadline of 15 minutes.

• If a team has not completed this event in the given 15-minute time frame, the event will be stopped, the team will receive a “Did Not Finish”, (DNF), and will be scored accordingly to other teams that also receiving a “DNF”.

• All teams completing the event, within the 15-minute deadline, will place in front of all teams who receive a “DNF”.

• Time for this event will stop when all team members and all hostages are in the designated safe zone.

EVENT RULES

• No broken glass, windows, doors, etc.

• No flash bangs allowed inside or outside.

• Unsafe behavior will result in a disqualification.

• No unusual assaults or tactics without prior approval from the event controller will be permitted.
