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FOOT PURSUIT COURSE

PURPOSE:
To encourage public service students to develop physical coordination and endurance by participation in an obstacle course, this will simulate a physical foot pursuit that an officer might encounter in emergency situations.

COMPETITION
 LIMITS:

2 competitors per Criminal Justice chapter




 Female or Male.

DESCRIPTION:
Prior to each contestant starting this event, the chairperson will make sure that each contestant is wearing a law enforcement utility belt with a redman gun and handcuffs during the whole event.

PHASE 1:
1. Contest begins with the contestant seated in the police vehicle with his/her seat belt properly buckled and wearing the law enforcement utility belt, equipped with a mock firearm.  The contestant will place both hands on the steering wheel to signal that they are ready to begin.

2. A timekeeper will start the time clock after dispatch comes over the radio with a suspect description and the officers hands leave the steering wheel.  

3. Contestant will unbuckle the seat belt, exit the vehicle.

4. Contestant will run around bushes, corners of building, down halls in a safe manner.
5. Contestant will round a corner and have three suspects in front of them. Contestant will pick the suspect that matches the description from dispatch. Contestant will arrest the suspect in a safe manner, Hand-cuffing the person.

6. The timekeeper will stop the clock after the contestant calls dispatch and states arrest was made.
DRESS CODE:
Contestants should be dressed in appropriate clothing an officer would be wearing, to include:  uniforms, BDU, pants, shoes, boots (no track shoes or shorts).  Long hair should be tied back and no jewelry should be worn.  Overly loose clothing should be avoided as the contestant could trip or become entangled in it during the course.  (NOTE:  Special conditions--such as sandy beach--will need special consideration.  For example, if it is a soft sandy beach, contestants may be permitted to run the course in a different manner.  You will be notified of any special rules regarding special conditions.)

RULES AND

PROCEDURES:


1.  Students competing in the event must be in a criminal justice program.

2.  Each contestant will be issued an event reporting time, which will be 5 minutes before the event begins.  Any contestant that is late could be disqualified.  The contestant's advisor will be responsible for scheduling the reporting times with the chairperson at the beginning of the conference.

3.  Competition will not be separated by gender- females will run against males.

4.  All supplies/equipment for the event will be available if needed by the chairperson.

5.  Two stopwatches will run during each heat.  The lowest time of the two will be the time recorded for scoring, unless one of the watches malfunctions during the heat.  Winners will be decided based on their recorded time.

7.  Penalty points will be assessed for EACH of the following:
