TPSA Sponsor/Chaperon Code of Conduct

Texas Public Service Association is committed to the highest ideals of duty, honor, public service, and expects all sponsors to honor a fair competition and adherence all competition rules. As a member of TPSA all school sponsors/Chaperon agree to observe the following code:

Competition Rules

· I will not knowing violate TPSA competition or (UIL) eligibility rules 

· I will not falsify records or reports

· I will report known violations in a timely manner or withholding information

· I will not pressure teachers to modify the grade or grades of UIL participants in such a manner as to affect eligibility

Respect for Others

· I will respect the rights, dignity and worth of competitors, sponsors, TPSA committee and board members, volunteers, friends and spectators at any competition or other TPSA sponsored event. 

· I will treat everyone equally regardless school of affiliation, sex, ethnic origin, religion or ability. 

· I will be a positive role model for the all participants as a sponsor. 

Ensure a Positive Experience

· I will ensure that for each competitor I sponsor, and the time spent with each, is a positive experience which sets the highest level of ethics and fair play.

· I will follow the proper procedure and protocol in the event I believe a judging or rule protest is necessary.

· I will not speak disrespectfully of any judge, participant, school, or association member and will discuss any grievances in the proper venue. 

· I will respect the talent and level of skill of each participant. 

· I will be fair, considerate and honest with all participants.

· I will instruct each participant to perform to the best of the participant’s ability, highest standard of ethics, fair play and to bring respect to themselves, the schools they represent and myself.

Act Professionally and Take Responsibility for My Actions

· My language, manner, punctuality, preparation and presentation will demonstrate the highest standards. 

· I will display control, respect, dignity and professionalism to all involved in the TPSA sponsored Competition or Event (to include but not be limited to participants, sponsors, opponents, officials, judges,  administrators, parents, spectators, media, etc.). 

· I will expect and encourage all participants to demonstrate the same qualities. 

· I will not drink alcohol, smoke or take illegal drugs while representing at training sessions, competition or during competitions. Smoking will be allowed only in approved ares.

· I will refrain from any form of personal abuse towards participants and others, including inappropriate or unwanted sexual advances on others, verbal, physical and emotional abuse.

· I will be alert to any form of abuse from any source directed toward any participants either from mine or any other school.

Quality Service to the Competitors/Participants 

· I will be knowledgeable about the rules and skills of each event I sponsor. 

· I will keep copies of the medical, training and competition records for each participant I sponsor. 

· I will follow the all rules for the association sponsored competitions and events.

Health and Safety of Competitors/Participants 

· I will ensure that the equipment and facilities are safe to use. 

· I will ensure that the equipment, rules, training and environment are appropriate for the age and ability of the participants. 

· I will review each participant’s medical form and be aware of any limitations on that participant’s participation noted on that form. 

· I will encourage participants to seek medical advice when required. 

· I will maintain the same interest and support toward sick and injured participants. 

I understand that if I violate this Code of Conduct I will be subject to a range of consequences, including removal from competition sight.
